Attached to this Newsletter is your Entry Form for this year’s Club Championships.   Remember, it is hoped (and 
expected) that, as Club members, each and every child/young adult will enter at least one event.   

For those of you who are new to Saffron Seals this is your first opportunity to participate in friendly rivalry with your 
peers.   Club Championships provides everyone with the chance to compete in a ‘proper’ age group competition, 
under ASA Laws, swimming all strokes.   Results will be announced on the evening and are calculated on the Heat 
Declared Winners basis, i.e. Gold, Silver and Bronze medals will be awarded to the three fastest swimmers from 
all heats.   Points are also awarded for 1st to 5th places and trophies presented to those children who accumulate 
the most points in their age group.   Therefore – the more events entered, the more points gained!   Medals will be 
presented throughout each evening and trophies awarded on Saturday.

All Entry Forms must be received by FRIDAY, 11th DECEMBER, together with the appropriate entry fee - £ 3.00 per 
entrant.   Remember - entries received after this date will not be considered.
